Where Do Java’s Come From ?

Latin and alternative names for the Java Sparrow
Lonchura Oryzivora, Padda Oryzivora, Java Rice Finch, Java Temple Bird, Rice Bird, Paddy Bird, Java Rice bird, Rice Munia.

• Sexing: By song or beak
• Breeding Age: Cock, 9 months. Hen, 12 months.
• Clutch size: Average size 5 eggs/ chicks can go up to 10
• Incubation period: 18 days both birds incubate
• Fledging: 30 days after hatching
• Separate young: 14 to 20 days after fledging
• Java Sparrow life span: can live up to 9 years
• Food: millets, cannery seed, hemp, paddy rice, grouts, meal worms, lettuce, apple,
• Taming: Java Sparrow’s are the only finch that can become hand tamed
